Question:  Who provides the audio books, music, etc?  

Answer:     The State Library of Kansas.  

Question:  What do I need?  

Answer:      A Kansas Library Card issued by the Information Desk at the center of the building. High speed  

                     Internet is required. The books MAY also be accessed from the Technology Center Internet   

                    Terminals or the card catalog terminals.  

Question:  Are the books available to IPod and Mac users?  

Answer:     Yes, many books (but not all) are available for Mac and IPod users.  

Question:  Do I need special software?  

Answer:     Yes. Mac/IPod users should have I Tunes installed. Get it here: http://www.apple.com/downloads/  

                      PC/MP3 users should have the OverDrive Console installed. This will be discussed later.  

Question:  How long will I be able to listen to the items?   

Answer:     Videos will be available for 7 days. Other digital materials will be available for 14 days. Items  

                    downloaded on removable devices may not expire as quickly.  

Question: Do I need to return the items?  

Answer:    No, items will be returned automatically.  

Compatibility Questions:  

Many devices will work with OverDrive. Generally speaking, removable storage devices found at discount stores work fine.  

Always inquire about the storeõs return policy before buying a removable storage device.
